Storm Updates

The Governor has declared a State of Emergency for the entire state and activated the National
Guard. Toll fees have been suspended in the state. DeSantis and other state officials are urging
Floridians to prepare for heavy rainfall, storm surge, strong winds, power outages and flooding.
President Biden also declared an emergency covering the state, directing FEMA to coordinate
disaster relief efforts. The system could become a major hurricane, or a category 3 storm
before it makes landfall on the west coast of Florida which could be sometime this week, but its
definitive path is still uncertain. Visit FloridaDisaster.org for statewide updates and links to local
resources and information.
